Room cleaning fees are as follows: Prime – 20,000 won, Deluxe – 30,000 won, Noble – 40,000 won, Royal – 50,000 won. 
Additional charges for extra guests or bedding are 20,000 won per person (10,000 won for additional bedding).

Check-in is available at the E/W Village first-floor lobby, and for Noble C and Royal types, at the LVillage first-floor lobby front desk.

Check-in (room entry and key issuance) is available from 3 PM onwards, and check-out must be completed by 11 AM.

For check-out after 11 AM, an additional charge of 20,000 won will apply until 12 PM, 
and 10,000 won per hour will apply from 12 PM to 4 PM. After 4 PM, a full night’s rate will be charged.

The bathroom is equipped with soap, shampoo, shower gel, and a hairdryer. 
Personal hygiene items such as toothbrushes, toothpaste, and razors are not provided.

Before check-out, guests must complete basic cleaning (dishwashing and waste sorting).

Any loss or damage to property during your stay must be reported in advance. 
If unreported damage is found after check-out, additional charges will apply.

Hwadam Botanic Garden is an arboretum established by the LG Evergreen Foundation as part of a public interest initiative, managing approximately 4,000 species of native and 
introduced plants.
